 (San Diego) 102.1 KPRI and Anthology are teaming up to present 
ÒMidnight Ramblers - A Spirited Interpretation of The Rolling Stones.Ó ItÕs an 
evening of live music featuring San Diego rock band Left4Dead and special guests 
from the San Diego music community. 

 KPRI Co-owner and Show Host Robert Hughes is a guitarist with Left4Dead. He says: 
ÒOver the past nine years, the band and I have played some of the greatest rock songs ever 
written. But we keep coming back to the music of the Stones. To us, itÕs what Rock & Roll is all 
about.Ó Hughes adds: ÒWhen we floated the idea of an entire evening of Stones music, people 
said they couldnÕt wait. When we asked some of the local artists we respect, we found they were 
even more enthusiastic.Ó Scheduled to appear with Left4Dead are San Diego Music Award 
winners Eve Selis and Marc Twang, Berkley Hart, Steve Poltz, Gregory Page and Astra Kelly. 

 Hughes says the inspiration for the show came from seeing Cirque du SoleilÕs production 
of Beatles Love. ÒThere are no actors on stage pretending to be the Beatles. But because of the 
music, the graphics and the staging, you walk out feeling like youÕve been to a Beatles show. 
ThatÕs what weÕre intending.Ó To create that effect, Hughes adds: ÒWeÕll play several of the 
Stones signature songs as faithfully  as we can. On other songs from the Stones catalog, there will 
be some unexpected twists and turns. In addition, there will  be some visual and stage surprises.Ó  
Hughes wonÕt be more specific but he does add: ÒWith our talented musical guests, AnthologyÕs 
superb acoustics and their state of the art sound and video systems, plus access to the fine art 
music photography of the Morrison Hotel Gallery this will  be an evening rich in both musical 
and visual imagery.Ó
